The Pulp Brightness Reversion Apparatus consists of a stainless steel 
vessel that holds thirty-two 25 cm2 pulp specimens.  The insulated vessel 
is heated with an external hot plate (not supplied).  An internal drip roof 
prevents any condensation from falling onto the samples. 
 
The reversion obtained after one hour at 100°C and 100% RH correlates with 
natural reversion. 
 
The Apparatus is in full accordance with the PAPTAC Standard Method E.4P 
and TAPPI Method T260 om.  It is completely fabricated of stainless steel for 
easy cleaning and long service life.-squares fit to the length and width 
distribution of the unknown blend.
